TaS k Mount the brackets horizontally onto both sides as shown.
Tighten all connections.

Slide the silicone gliders onto the tube.

4.0 Wall protection 5.0 Mount wall hook

~ 120 cm

Task

Mark the placement of the hole on the wall hook using a pencil.
The hole must be placed 120 cm from the floor.

Drill a @8 mm hole and insert the included wall plug.

Fasten the wall hook to the wall, using the included screw.

Task

Place the adhesive rubber dots onto the head of each bolt as shown.

Place your screen facing backside up on a tabletop with
a soft cloth or blanket between the two in order to protect both.
Mount the TV brackets vertically using the fitting holes.
